+ The Way of Jesus Liturgy

Invocation
Father, Creator of Heaven and Earth, 4 you created us to serve and protect your
creation. ¢ But we selfishly destroy the balance of your creation 4+ by choosing our
own “good” and making Civilization. + So you send your Son Jesus to embody the
Way of the Lamb, 4+ so we will die with him to Civilization’s Way of arrogance,
fear, and violence. ¢ And also be reborn with him through your Holy Spirit 4 to care
for all of your creation by following Jesus’s Way of faith, hope, and love.

Processional Song — “Oh Lord as You Were On Your Way” (tune: LSB 549)

A Oh Lord, as you were on your way to where you’d one day die, you wanted time to
rest and pray, to hear God’s word that day. You climbed on top a mountain high
with three good friends close by. 7

A So soon, the three became aware of such a wondrous sight. Your face shone bright
beyond compare, a glimpse of heaven there! Your clothes were resurrection white;
your glory came to light. 7

7 The Law and Prophets guided you as you discerned God's will. With Moses and
Elijah, too, you saw God's plan for you, God's forgiveness you would fulfill with
your cross on a hill. 7

A Why could you not remain with them and there in comfort stay? God said, “This is
my own dear Son! Now listen, everyone!” You knew that comfort does not pay, love
was the only Way. 7

A Oh Lord, how often we pursue comfort at any cost. And yet we hear God’s Word
anew, that we must follow you! We must forgive at any cost and carry our own
cross. 7

Transfiguration Litany
Jesus is the fulfillment 4 of the Law and the Prophets.

Jesus must be listened to 4+ above even Moses and Elijah.
Jesus is the voice of the Father, 4+ so we must listen to him above all else.

(the Christ candle is lit to remind us that Jesus is coming among us)

ways where hope has nearly died and help us climb the lonely hills where love is
crucified. 7 (LSB 856)

The Lord Jesus be with you. 4 And also with you. 4+ Let us pray. Heavenly Father,
help us to remember all the ways you provide for us and take care of us so that we
might faithfully obey your Word. In the name of Jesus, your Son, our Lord. T Amen.

Surrendering to the Creator

mouth and let it be, filled with your truth and mercy. 7 Take my hands and let them
love, with compassion from above. Take my feet and let them go, on the Way that
Jesus showed. 7 Take my money and fam’ly, give me faith and set me free. Take my
life and teach me how to love all creation now. 5 (LSB 783)

Jesus says, “Come to me, all of you who are tired and burdened. Learn from me and
practice my teachings and you will find rest for your souls. Those who listen will live.”

A Listen to what Jesus teaches, listen to him every day. Listen as you walk and
follow, listen also as you pray. Listen to him every moment, listen with an open mind.
Listen to find peace and patience, listen so you will be kind. 7 (LSB 770)

Remembering the Saints & Martyrs — Agatha of Sicily

Father, we give you thanks for the great cloud of saints and witnesses who have gone
before us and have embodied the Way of Jesus. Today we remember Agatha who
devoted herself to Jesus and did not want to have a husband. A suitor refused to let her
do this, forcing her into a brothel and torturing her to try to change her mind. She
remained steadfast, dying from the tortures in 253 AD, praying, "My Creator you have
protected me from the cradle, receive my life." Help us learn from her faith and
example, T Amen.

For degrading ourselves and others with our sexuality,

+ Father, forgive us and help us to keep our sexuality within marriage.

For not being vulnerable and honest with others,

+ Father, forgive us and help us to be truthful in all situations.
For competing with others and desiring more than we need,

+ Father, forgive us and help us to be content in all circumstances.
Father, turn us back to walking in your Spirit. # Lord Father we have wandered and
hidden from your face. Rescue your whole creation with your almighty grace. From
trust in wealth and weapons and blindness to your Way, save us and all creation with
your own hands, we pray. 7 (LSB 449) Jesus says, “I discipline those I love. If you
love your self, family, or nation more than me, you cannot be my disciple. Come out of
Civilization, my people, so you will not share in its sicknesses. Not one stone will be



left standing, it will all be torn down.” Will you turn away from Civilization’s Way of
arrogance, fear, and violence and reaffirm your Baptism into Jesus’s Way of faith, hope,
and love? 4+ Yes, I renounce Civilization’s Way and pledge to follow Jesus. + Jesus
says, “Put your sword away. If you live by the sword, you will die by the sword. But if
you forgive others, your heavenly Father will forgive you.” Will you release all debts
and grudges that you hold against anyone—including every member of this church? +
Yes, I forgive all those who have hurt me, frustrated me, or owe me anything. 4
Jesus says, “Your sins are forgiven. Get up and walk. Go and sin no more.” T Amen.

Especially this day we remember
Charlene Sargent, John Espino, Bill Mellott, Cebra Sims, and those we name in our
hearts... Father, give us exactly what we need this day and teach us to be content with
that. In peace, let us pray to the Lord, A Lord have mercy. 5 Father, forgive us and free
us from all that enslaves us. Help us to walk away from our anxieties, traumas, and
addictions to Civilization’s Way, so we may walk in Jesus’s Way.

sisters in Christ, to join us 4 as the Creator’s Lamb mysteriously gives himself to us
in, with, and under this bread, wine, and communion. 7= We fall down now before
you, Jesus you are the Lord. We lay our crowns before you, and put down all our
swords. We give you all of our lives, we will hold nothing back. For you gave us
everything, there is nothing we lack. You are the true Lamb of God, you gave your
life for all.
